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OPERATION OF KABA-MAS MODEL T52 DEADBOLT LOCKS FITTED TO AUSTRALIA POST TIMELOCK CASH CONTAINERS (TLCC-1DB and TLCC-2DB)
These instructions should be retained by Post Office users after installation of Container
Users should become familiar with the operation of the deadbolt lock before changing the User Combination.
Powering the Lock (Power)

The Deadbolt Lock (T52DB) fitted to the Type 1DB and Type 2DB (TLCC-1DB and TLCC-2DB) does not require a battery to power the unit. Instead, the lock is powered by briskly rotating the dial back and forth, clockwise and counter-clockwise. A “Battery Assist” facility is provided by a battery mounted inside the container to power the indicator lights during the time delay period. This battery is not essential to power the opening of the lock. A flat battery will not inhibit opening of the lock and will not cause a “lockout” situation.
Note:When the container is first received the door will be locked and no battery installed. Until a battery is installed it may be necessary to Power the lock from time to time to power the indicator lights.
Operating (Opening) the Lock

· Power the lock

· Key in the user combination 111111. A red light will flash at intervals for the period of the pre-set time delay.

· At the end of the time delay, the red light will stop flashing, Power the lock again and return the dial to the Home position (red quadrant on lock covered, see Figure 1).

· After powering the lock, a green light will flash, with an accompanying beep, for the duration of the one minute opening period.

· During the opening period key in the user combination once more. A green light will flash for about 4 seconds during which time the bolt may be retracted.

· Turn the dial clockwise to retract the bolt and open the door.

DO NOT ATTEMPT REPAIR – THERE ARE NO FIELD REPAIRABLE COMPONENTS INSIDE THE LOCK AND CUTTING THE YELLOW WARNING TAPE ON THE LOCK MECHANISM BODY WILL VOID THE WARRANTY.

Changing the User Combination

The User Combination may be changed as follows:
· Press Enter, Enter, and then 1, OR #, #, and then 1

· Key in the current User Combination (the initial Combination is 111111).

· Key in the new six digits Combination chosen by the User.

· Key in the new six digits Combination again for verification.

The container door should be kept open while the User Combination is changed, and until the new Combination is tested.

Should a mistake be made while setting a new Combination, or when operating the lock, press CLEAR (or *) and start again.  Three red flashes indicate an incorrect entry.

The ‘Home’ Position

When not in operation the lock should be kept in the ‘Home position’ at all times by keeping the red quadrant covered by the dial. (See Figure 1)
Closing the Deadbolt Lock

The Deadbolt lock must be closed manually. To close the lock from the open position, turn the dial counter-clockwise until the bolt extends and the door is locked.

Wrong Try Penalty

The lock will be disabled (lockout) for a period of about three minutes after 5 incorrect combinations are entered. Thereafter, each incorrect combination will renew the lockout for a further three minutes. The lock will reset only when the correct combination is entered.

Battery

A “Battery Assist” facility is provided by a battery mounted inside the container to power the indicator lights during the time delay period. When the container is first received the door will be locked and a battery supplied but not installed. Until a battery is installed it may be necessary to Power the lock from time to time to power the indicator lights.
Note:
The battery is not essential to power the opening of the lock, as a flat battery will not inhibit opening of the lock and will not cause a “lockout” situation.

The battery supplied can be replaced by the user, and Duracell MN1604 or Duracell Procell PC1604 batteries are recommended. The supplied battery may be replaced with a long life 9v Lithium battery (eg. Energiser type LA522 or equivalent) which should last up to 5 times longer.

Safety Note: There are restrictions on the transport of Lithium batteries and the postal network must not be used for this purpose.
Fitting a new battery

•
Operate the Lock and open the door as above. 

•
The Battery Mounting is on top of the lock body and the battery is connected using the connector with red and white leads (see Figure 2).  

•
Connect a new battery.

•
Place the battery into the Battery Mounting (Note: batteries should last two years).

Warranty

The lock fitted to the container carries a two year replacement warranty.
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
